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            PERSHORE MARKET TOWN PARTNERSHIP 
In 2002 Pershore was identified as a “Tier Two” Market Town and became a bene-
ficiary of the regeneration programme for England’s Market Towns. The impact of 
this was the successful application and subsequent allocation of a grant of 
£500,000 from the Regional Regeneration Agency - Advantage West Midlands    

 

 It was a requirement of the programme that a Board be established comprising 
elected representatives and other, non-elected members drawn from the local vol-
untary sector Consequently, the Pershore Market Town Partnership (PMTP) was 
established, to include representatives from the District, Town and County Coun-
cils together with leading voluntary and business organisations in the town includ-
ing, the Chamber of Trade. Pershore High School, Number 8, Pershore and Dis-
trict Voluntary Help Centre, Pershore College, Tourism representation, Country 
Land and Business Association, the Civic and Heritage Societies, Community and 
Health representatives and the County Association of Local Councils.  

 

 More recently, the Pershore Market Town Partnership has been formally recog-
nised and established as the Local Strategic Partnership for Pershore and its hin-
terland and is thus a contributor to the Wychavon District Council Community Plan 
and thus to Worcestershire’s Local Area Agreement.  

So successful has the Pershore Market Town Partnership (and its sister Evesham 
Market Town Partnership) been that, before the initial funds were exhausted, Wy-
chavon District Council decided to continue supporting the initiative by funding the 
Market Town Managers’ posts for both enterprises 
and providing an annual grant of £30,000 to be 
used in the same way as had been established by 
the two bodies.  

 

 During its short life, the Pershore Market Town 
Partnership has had a major impact on the life of 
Pershore and its residents and visitors. The pro-
gramme has had great success (including winning 
a major, national award) and developed significant 
momentum and a strong partnership. Since its in-
ception, it has supported some seventy discreet 
projects, allocated around £730,000 of grant fund-
ing and attracted nearly £7,500,000.00 of match 
funding to date*. More important than the funds in-
vested has been the social, commercial and cultural impact that all these  
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initiatives have had on the local commu-
nity.

The serpentine walkway beside the Town 
Council Offices 
Number 8 – both the capital building and 
initial operating costs 
The establishment of the Tourist Informa-
tion posts 
The Riverside Youth Centre Summer Pro-
gramme and installation of a pontoon landing stage. 
The setting up a of Community Chest to support Parish Council Initiatives 
Starting a walking programme to promote health 
(for a full list of projects contact Hilary Phiplott ) 

The PMTP Board operates by consensus, 
is apolitical and has the sole objective of 
making life better, safer and more enjoyable 
for local people. The PMTP is currently led 
by an independent Chairman from the 
Community Sector, not an elected Council 
representative, emphasising its non-political 
nature. The PMTP has a close working rela-
tionship with the Pershore Town Council 
and works with them on many important lo-
cal initiatives.

Identity Theft  occurs when an individual’s personal or confidential information is 
fraudulently obtained by another person without their knowledge – current Gov-
ernment estimates put the cost of identity theft at over £1 billion per year! 

There are many ways the thieves can do this, the most common being ‘bin raid-
ing’ where the fraudster searches through rubbish for personal information.  Other 
methods include online, postal or telephone scams to get confidential information, 
and the theft of mail. 

 

Identity Fraud happens when criminals use this information fraudulently to obtain 
credit, goods or other services in that person’s name. 

Just bring any confidential documents along and Age Concern will shred them 
there and then – and there’s no need to be over 50 to use the service.  The shred-
ders used are ‘cross cut’ shredders with a security level of 4.

Work on the new Community Wetland at Avon Meadows is progressing well as 
you can see from the photograph. Contractors have been working on creating the 
reedbed, pools, new ditches and scrapes throughout September and October.  

 

The next stage will be the diversion of some existing surface water sewers in the 
vicinity of the reedbed and the installation of the water control features. Following 
completion of the groundworks, the next elements to be installed will be the 
boardwalk, new footbridges, gates and bird viewing screen in readiness for the 
reed planting in Spring 2009.  

 

Temporary interpretation and information panels will also be erected during the 
winter to explain the projects aims and proposed timetable. 

 

The project has caught the interest of several national and regional organisations 
such as Natural England and Severn Trent Water who see the Pershore scheme 
as leading the way for others elsewhere in the country. 

 

The Project partnership is very keen to encourage the public’s continued involve-
ment in the Community Wetland and we are working to set up a Friends of the 
Avon Meadows group. If you want to play an active part in this exciting develop-
ment Jim Burgin at Wychavon District Council (jim.burgin@wychavon.gov.uk) 
would love to hear from you.
