Update from PC John Hunter  
 

In the last edition of this newsletter Inspector Kent  

the Police Geographic Commander for the Wychavon area referred to The Policing 
Pledge. You can access this and a lot of information about what the police does in 
your area at The West Mercia Police website. This can be accessed at 
www.westmercia.police.uk On the site are all the contact details for your Local Po-
licing Teams and other services that West Mercia Police provide. 

There is a part of the site dedicated to PACT. Simply put in your postcode and you 
can access details of meetings and points raised at the last PACT meeting. 

There is also a link to what is called Crimemapper. This enables you to see the lev-
els of crime in your area and breaks it down to some types of crime such as bur-
glary, theft, robbery, vehicle crime, violence and anti social behaviour. Be wary of 
the percentage figures as crime in Pershore Town is low and a 100% increase 
could just be one crime. Look at the actual figures. 

All this is being done to engage and inform the police’s greatest asset in the fight 
against crime. You the public. Note the number above should you need to contact 
the police. Alternatively, if you wish to report a crime confidentially you can call 
Crimestoppers  on 0800 555 111. 

 Be Safe and Secure  
 

 Pershore is a very safe place to live and work in. The fact is that less than one per-
cent of homes are burgled each year and your local policing team is working hard 
to reduce this even further. 

Most burglaries are carried out by opportunistic thieves and up to half are commit-
ted by thieves who enter through an unlocked door or an open window. 

With this in mind I would like to take this opportunity to remind you to be vigilant 
and follow a few simple steps to significantly reduce your chance of becoming a 
victim of burglary or theft. 

Ensure doors and windows are locked when the premises are empty. 

Fit good quality locks to all external doors. 

Use timer switches to turn lights on in the evening when you are out. 

Ensure newspapers, post and milk are not left on display. 

Ask a friend or neighbour to keep an eye on your home while you are away. 

Do not forget your garden. Effective garden security includes defensive planting, 
well kept fencing and the use of security lighting. 
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Twinning - Visit from Bad Neustadt August 2009 to c elebrate 30 
years of twinning with Bad Neustadt. 

 

Pershore Twinning started in 1979 when the then Mayor, Cllr Norman Attwood 
signed an agreement with the Mayor or Bad Neustadt to “establish friendly rela-
tions” and “foster active exchanges” between the two towns. 

2009 sees the 30th anniversary of this friendship and many exchanges have taken 
place over the years both official and more informal. In May 2009, a group from 
Pershore travelled to Bad Neustadt to celebrate the anniversary and were joined by 
representatives from Bad Neustadt’s other twin towns. 

 

In August, 49 people from Bad Neustadt made the return journey to Pershore. All 
stayed with hosts in the town or surrounding villages, some coming to Pershore for 
the first time. Small gifts were exchanged to recognise the importance of this long 
standing relationship and our guests joined in with the Plum Festival by making 
plum cake as well as bring a band with them to play on Plum Fayre day. 

 

Pershore is also twinning with Plouay in France and visits to and from the town are 
planned for 2010. If anyone is interested in becoming involved in twinning with ei-
ther or both towns, please call into the Town Hall and leave your details. As soon 
as information about further visits is available, you will be contacted.

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Inconsiderate parking 
 

A regular issue raised by residents at Town Council and at PACT meetings is the 
difficulty in some areas when vehicles are parked o n the pavement or in such a 
way as to cause hindrance to pedestrians. 

On double yellow lines, you may not be aware but the parking restriction continues 
across the footway and can therefore result in a parking ticket in the usual way. 

Parking where there is no restriction is, currently, dealt with by the local police as it 
is deemed to cause an obstruction. However, as agents for Worcestershire County 
Council Highways, Wychavon D.C. and the othe District Councils in the area are 
considering introducing a parking policy to suit needs in all areas and so have a 
consistent approach. Please remember—whilst parking on the pavement may 
seem a good idea at the time it is an offence and causes problems for people in 
wheelchairs or with pushchairs who invariably end up endangering themselves by 
having to pass the vehicle by walking in the road. 

Please park considerately and legally. 

 Pershore Visitor Information Centre 

 
For a number of years Pershore Town Council has funded the op-
erations of the Visitor Information Centre based at the Town Hall. 
The Centre is staffed in the summer from 10.00am to 4.00pm from 

Monday to Friday and 10.30am to 3.30pm on Saturdays and in the winter from 
10.00 to 2.00 Monday to Saturday. 
 

The Centre is the first port of call for most visitors to the town and stocks leaflets 
about all events and attractions in the immediate area. There is also a Tourism web 
site:- www.visitpershore.co.uk which has recently been “revamped” and is con-
stantly updated. 
 

If you are organising an event in the area, why not drop into the Town Hall with a 
poster, preferably A4. We are usually able to display one in the Town Hall and for 
Pershore events we will also put a poster in the notice board in Chapman Court.

Following a recent decision by Pershore Town Council, the town will see, on Sep-
tember 22nd, the first meeting of the newly formed Pershore Community Youth 
Council. 
 

Elections are to be held for the Youth Council early in the Autumn term at Pershore 
High School when two youth councillors from each year group will be elected to 
serve for a one year term of office. 
 

At its first meeting, the Youth Council will elect a Chairman, consider its constitution 
and its method of working. It is intended that reports will be brought by the youth 
councillors to each full Town Council meeting, together with recommendations for 
action for the Town Council to consider. 
 

It is hoped that this early introduction to how decisions are made in their own com-
munity will encourage further participation by the youth in the life of the town  and 
hopefully mean that younger people will consider standing for office at all levels of 
local government as they become eligible. 
 

All Youth Council meetings will be open to the public in the same way as the Town 
Council meetings are and agendas will be posted in the noticeboard both at the 
Town Hall and the High School to enable all residents, young and old, to know what 
is to be discussed. 
 

Why not come along to a meeting and see future town and district councillors 
(possibly even Members of Parliament) in action? It is anticipated that the Youth 
Council will meet monthly and the dates for the year will be decided at their first 
meeting on 22nd September. 

 

Town Clock 
The new Pershore Town Clock was dedicated by the 
Town Mayor and the Rev. Kenneth Crawford on Sun-
day June 28th watched by many local dignitaries and, 
thanks to the Royal British Legion, by many service-
men and women who marched that afternoon as part of 
the Veterans Day commemorations. 

The clock has been dedicated to the memory of those 
who gave their lives in the Second World War and to 
celebrate the Silver Jubilee of Queen Elizabeth II. This 
is Pershore’s third Town Clock and it seemed fitting that 
it should now be fixed to the Town Hall. Let’s hope it is 
there for many years to come. 
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 PERSHORE HIGH SCHOOL SIXTH FORM STUDENTS SET RECORD HIGH 

 The 103 students entered for A2 examinations this summer have hit the heights, 
with an A to E rate of 99%.  82% of candidates gained grades at C or higher, 
with 54% attaining an A or a B.   The average UCAS point score per Year 13 
candidate of almost 765 (286 in old figures), and per subject entry of 220 (old 89) is 
also very encouraging.  Amongst the many student successes, exceptional 
individual achievements include: Thomas Boden 3 grade As, Jack Busby 2 grade 
As and a B, Michelle Clarke 2 grade As, 1 B and a C, Jessica Chippendale-Jones 3 
grade As, Elizabeth Crawford 2 grade As and a B, David Crouchley 3 grade As, 
Sian Evans 3 grade As, Thomas Fellows 3 grade As, Alexandra Hartley 2 grade As 
and a B, Rachel Hubball 2 grade As and a B, Christopher Jefferies 3 grade As and 
a C, Emily Jones 3 grade As and a B, Eloise Minor 3 grade As, Samuel Prestige 3 
grade As, Jonathan Price 2 grade As and a B, Katherine Quinn 3 grade As and a C, 
Oliver Sinfield 3 grade As, Matthew Smith 3 grade As and a C, Hannah Train 3 
grade As, Emily Young 3 grade As, Elena von Benzon 3 grade As and a B.   

Headteacher, Clive Corbett, congratulated all students on the immensely hard work 
that has enabled them to achieve such marvellous results, and thanked all of his 
staff for contributing to the ongoing improvement in student performance.  It is 
challenging to maintain high standards but to improve upon them in such a fashion 
is marvellous.

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 FLOOD DEFENCES FOR PERSHORE 

On Thursday 20th August, Wychavon D.C. considered the planning application 
submitted by the Environment Agency to build defences from Defford Road to 
Bridge Street to hopefully prevent 61 houses flooding from the River Avon during 
a 1 in 100 year flooding event. The proposal is to build a bank (or bund) through 
the fields along the Defford Road and a wall through the allotments. 
 

The application was approved subject to various conditions. The Town Council 
has been in discussion with the Environment Agency for many months over the 
proposals for the allotments and also to ensure that any defences from river 
flooding do not increase the problem of surface water drainage. 
 

Wychavon D.C. have now been given the responsibility of ensuring that the 
various conditions are complied with and a further application will be submitted 
shortly with proposals for the old Toll House which is a listed building. 
 

Providing all the conditions are met, the Environment Agency hope to start work 
on the defences in early September. As soon as final details have been agreed, 
the Town Council will meet again with allotments tenants to explain the 
programme of works and what affect it will have on the tenants during this time.
