Change of use from retail unit from A1 to A3 (A5) hot food takeaway.

No objection but concerns that car parking will be insufficient particularly when there are events at Number 8 and parking is at a premium in the area.
374.  Orchard Farm

Cllr Grantham advised members that he had received letters of objection from nearby residents to the proposals for Orchard Farm. The Clerk advised that the application was likely to be heard by the Development Control committee at Wychavon D.C. on 5th March 2009.

375.  Conditions of planning consent.

The Clerk advised that she had spoken to Wychavon D.C. and now understood that the planning officers relied heavily on local councillors advising them when work started on a site. Approvals with planning conditions are sampled by planning officers so ensure the conditions have been met. As a result without members’ assistance it is possible some buildings could be constructed without the conditions being met. It was therefore agreed that members of the planning committee would inform the Town Clerk when work started on a site so that she could contact the relevant planning officer and discuss the conditions with them. This would help to ensure that enforcement notices could be issued should it be considered necessary.
Cllr Shaw asked the Clerk to request that any approval in the Conservation Area should be outside the sampling process and all conditions be checked.
