Four Acres Farm, Pershore Road, Great Comberton
Temporary new dwelling (mobile home) for use by horticultural worker.

The Clerk presented a report on the application of policy COM8 and PPS7. 
Decision: -
No objection in principle to the provision of a temporary mobile home 

for worker provided planning authority consider professional opinion demonstrates 

such a provision is essential. 

Objection to proposed building on the grounds that it is contrary to policy COM 8 of the Wychavon Local Plan in that the property is considerably larger (4 bedrooms and 2 bathrooms) than would be deemed necessary for such a worker and that the property cannot be considered to be mobile due to its size and height and could not be delivered in two parts. Members also felt that there was inadequate provision for screening of the property located in open countryside.

396. Enforcement Issues
Cllr Grantham advised that training on enforcement would take place for Wychavon D.C. members on 23rd April and he had requested some assistance from CALC in cascading this training to members of Parish Council planning committees.

397.  Conditions on planning approvals

The Clerk advised members that she had suggested to the Head of Planning at Wychavon that it may be appropriate for her to consider using some staff time to monitor conditions on planning approvals which, now that discharge of such conditions could be charged for, may be cost effective. The Head of Planning had responded that this was something she would consider.

Cllr Shaw commented that he felt that only sampling planning conditions in the Conservation Area was not acceptable and it was agreed that the Clerk write to the conservation officer asking that consideration be given to all planning conditions in the conservation area be monitored.
