a. There would appear to be no consultation by Worcestershire County Council Highways department on proposed access to the site

b. Evidence of the marketing of the property for commercial/community use over the past 12 months in not clearly demonstrated and there are concerns that this requirement under planning policy may not have been met.
c. Members agree with the comments from English Heritage and would wish to see the “fold yard” retained. The current proposal does not allow for this.

Members would also like to clarify that the Town Council has no responsibility for assessing the need for affordable housing in the area and this is not clear in the application. Members would hope that the District Council who do have such a responsibility have been approached for such an assessment.

280.  Severn Trent
The Clerk reported that the recent meeting of the District Council’s Overview and Scrutiny Committee had received a presentation from Severn Trent Water but this had concentrated on sewerage arrangements and not water supply. It was therefore agreed that the Clerk would write to Severn Trent expressing the committee’s concerns about water supply in Pershore but particularly the area around Allesborough Hill.
281. Tree Works
Members agreed they would monitor tree works in the area by the Clerk notifying them of such works when they appeared on the District Council’s weekly list.
282.  Acquisition of land into Garden Curtiledge

The Clerk reported that she had contacted the Planning Authority Enforcement team and been advised that there was no policy relating to the acquisition of land into garden curtiledge. Each case would be dealt with on its merits.
283.  Approvals and Refusals
The Chairman reported on recent approvals and refusals. It was noted that conditions relating to windows in Victoria Hotel had not been met and it was agreed the Clerk contact the Conservation Officer and Enforcement to ask for these to be changed to sash windows in line with those previously installed.
