The Wychavon D C adopted Residential Design Guide states that extensions to properties need to be in proportion to the existing building. In each case the extensions are large and out of proportion to the existing building. Additionally, the resulting size of the property, in each case, would make the property too large to be considered affordable by an agricultural worker and, as the property has an agricultural restriction on it, this would be against  planning policy COM7
Members would also wish to request that neighbouring properties are consulted.

Certificate of lawfulness for detached garage

Objection

The proposed garage is very large and out of keeping with the area. The number of cars it could house, is considerably more than could be supported by an agricultural worker against Wychavon D C policy COM 7 and far more than the recommended number of car spaces as noted in the Worcestershire County Council Parking Standards Planning Policy.
This large structure is considered to be overdevelopment of the site which is in close proximity to a site of special scientific interest and in open countryside.
