097.  South Worcestershire Development Plan
Members considered the various proposals and agreed to recommend to Council 
that the following response to the consultation on the development plan was made:-

1. That the various garage courts owned by Rooftop Housing and earmarked for housing remain either as garages or as car parking spaces

2. That the northern link road, including a new bridge over the railway, should be considered an essential and integral part of the necessary infrastructure on the north side of Pershore and should be built using contributions from developers at the same time as the housing is being built.

3. Infrastructure should also include additional medical facilities in the town and coach parking.
4. There should be no additional housing built on Three Springs Road until significant improvements have been made to the junction of Three Springs Road with the B4104.

5. There are concerns that the proposed site to the rear of the High Street is subject to flooding

6. Funds from any development, including employment land, to the north of the town should be used towards building the northern link

7. The amount of land allocated to the north of the town is in excess of that required for the 600 houses suggested

8. Consideration be given to new housing being closer to the town rather than immediately opposite the school where there is land available.
