Objection
1. Site is very close to a site of special scientific importance and the proposed property will have a detrimental impact on the surrounding area
2. The proposed extensions are not subservient to the existing dwelling, have an adverse effect on the character of the existing dwelling and does not harmonise with the character of the existing landscape contrary to planning policy SUR6 
3. The property is subject to an agricultural condition and the size of the proposed property is not considered to be sustainable by an agricultural worker on an agricultural wage contrary to planning policy COM7.
4. The proposed extensions if constructed will mean that the existing dwelling will, in effect, no longer exist and a completely new dwelling will have been erected.
5. The size of the proposed dwelling is out of keeping with other properties in the area particularly in its prominent location.

The Clerk would then contact the planning officer with the Council’s new proposals to ascertain whether an amended application was required.
