752.  Apologies

753.  Standards Committee
The proposed procedure for the Town Clerk to follow when notified of a Standards Complaint was debated by members. It was proposed by Cllr Amphlett, seconded by Cllr Merry and RESOLVED that the procedure be adopted and incorporated into the Council’s standing orders.
EXCLUSION OF PUBLIC AND PRESS

Owing to the confidential nature of agenda items 3(legal issues) it was proposed by Cllr Grantham seconded by Cllr Rose and RESOLVED “that in accordance with the provisions of the Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act, 1960, as amended by the Local Government Act 1972, the public and press be excluded from the remainder of the meeting owing to the confidential nature of the business to be transacted” 

754.  Legal Issues

The Clerk updated members on progress with the Town Hall. After debate it was proposed by Cllr Wood, seconded by Cllr Amphlett with one abstention that the architect be authorised to 
commence work on preparing a schedule of works at a maximum initial fee of £5,000 but 
no expenditure be incurred with consultants without the agreement of full council. In addition a meeting be held with Mr Smart, the Town Clerk, Mayor and Cllr Merry to establish who to instruct for each aspect of the claim and how the claim was to be quantified.
After debate it was proposed by Cllr Grantham seconded by Cllr Merry and RESOLVED with 8 members in favour and 3 abstentions, that the additional fees due to the architect be paid but he be advised of the concerns this had caused the Council and be requested to provide weekly updates of expenditure in future.
