Items raised by members of the public.

Mrs Trudy Burge, on behalf of the Royal Naval Association, read a statement expressing their concern over the proposed rededication of the Town Clock to the memory of ex Councillor V John Smith instead of those who gave their lives in the war and the Queen’s Silver Jubilee. They asked the Council to reconsider their decision. In response to a question from Mr Malcom Meikle, the Mayor stated that there was no financial gain to be had by changing the dedication.

630.  Jubilee Clock

Cllr Tucker expressed his regret that whilst his proposal to dedicate the new clock to John 
Smith had been made with the best intentions, sometimes such proposals mean that bad 
decision are made and he felt that this had been true in this case. In his defence he said that he had felt a quick decision had been needed as the clock was about to be installed. He had been wrong and he never intended any disrespect to the men who fell in the war.
It was proposed by Cllr Tucker, seconded by Cllr K Rowe and RESOLVED unanimously that the decision taken on 19th February be reversed and that the new clock be formally rededicated to those who fell in the world wars and the Queen’s Silver Jubilee and a ceremony be organized for such a dedication. Cllr Tucker also asked that the matter of a memorial in the future to John Smith be a matter for debate at a future meeting.

Cllr Wood reminded members of the importance of consulting the public and to not ignore what they felt. She also said that Cllr Tucker should not shoulder the entire blame as 5 other members had supported him.
