063.  Matters of Report from the minutes

a.
The Clerk advised members that the “slow closer” for the walkway gate had been ordered and its installation was still awaited.

b.
The Clerk advised that she was still waiting for a further response from the County Council regarding progress with Severn Trent and the wet area at the top of Allesborough Hill. Letters had been written in the past to Severn Trent by the Town Council on 18th September 2009, 15th March 2010, 18th November 2010, 4th January 2011 and 25th May 2011. Additionally, the County Council had contacted Severn Trent on numerous occasions from September 2009 to date. 

c.
The Clerk advised members that flood warden training was undertaken on 18th July and that the final multi agency operational plan for flooding was in place.

d.
The Clerk was still working towards finding the Allotment Shield and if necessary would contact the press in September.

e.
The Clerk would be contacting members shortly to arrange a date for two group photographs to be taken of new and old councillors.

f.
The Clerk advised that the new signs had been fixed at each end of the Town Hall walkway as agreed.

c.
Following debate it was proposed by Cllr Wood, seconded by Cllr Speight and RESOLVED that the Clerk be authorized to purchase a copy of Adobe Dreamweaver software for installation on two computers at the Town Hall at a cost of £357.
065. Pershore Library
Members agreed this debate be deferred until the item in confidential session but Cllr Tucker stated that he hoped the Town Council would feel able to make a decision to move the project forward.
066.  Town Hall

a.
The Clerk advised that the Cards for Good Causes would appreciate consideration of using the loggia at the Town Hall from 31st October to 17th December to sell charity Christmas Cards on a trial basis. It was proposed by Cllr Parsons, seconded by Cllr Speight and RESOLVED that the charity be allowed to sue the loggia in 2011 at a negotiated fee and the situation be reviewed in 2012 in the light of the experience.
b.
The Clerk advised members that following advice from the Ambulance Service, she had been advised that the Town Hall did not meet the criteria to locate a defibrillator in the building. Cllr Tucker asked that the Clerk bring a report to the next Council meeting on the operation of First Responders in the area and this will be an item on the September agenda.
067.  South Worcestershire Development Plan
Members agreed it would be appropriate for a special meeting of the Council to be held to consider the proposals in the South Worcestershire Development Plan. The Clerk advised that a planning officer from the District Council had agreed to be present to guide members through the proposals and it was agreed the Clerk arrange a convenient evening meeting of the Council specifically for this item to be considered.
068.  Items from the Amenities and Environment Committee
a.
It was proposed by Cllr Shaw, seconded by Cllr Wood and RESOLVED that the Clerk arrange for a local Farmers’ Market in St Andrews Gardens on 29th October on a trial basis. Cllr Parsons reminded the meeting that the power box in St Andrews only had two 13 amp sockets and the market would need to be aware of this.
b.
It was proposed by Cllr Shaw, seconded by Cllr Wood and RESOLVED that the Avon Navigation Trust be permitted to install a sewage disposal point and two water points on King George’s Field for the benefit of visitors using the moorings. Members also agreed in principle to a pump out facility being installed on the Riverside Centre land but this would need to be the subject of a formal request and the organization would also need to be released from the restrictive covenant on the land and in their lease regarding income.

069. Vision for the Town Council
Cllr Tucker stated that he felt it would be appropriate for the Town Council to have a forward vision for what it wanted to achieve over the next 4 years. He suggested a special meeting of the Council to consider this as a vision for the Town Council rather than for the town. Cllr Parsons reminded members that if the Town Council wished to take on many more responsibilities, they may need to consider increasing staffing levels.
Following debate it was agreed that a group of members meet to consider how such a vision

could be formulated and bring the it back to the Council for a decision. Members of the 

working party were Cllrs, Lewis, R Grantham, Wood, Payne, Palfrey, Shaw, Tucker and 

Gillmor.

070.  Quality Town Status

Members agreed that the Town Council should submit a portfolio to apply to renew their Quality Status. Cllr Grantham advised members that the Clerk had already compiled the majority of the portfolio which needed to be submitted by the end of August.
071.  The Worcestershire Agreement

Cllr Tucker proposed that members agree in principle to the agreement as laid down in the Worcestershire agreement between the County Council, Worcestershire CALC and town and parish councils and the Clerk will advise the County Association accordingly.
072.  Street Collections
The Clerk explained the difficulties that were occurring with the Town Council not aware of which street collections had licences to collect in the High Street now that no formal system was in place for the Council to be notified. It was proposed by Cllr Shaw, seconded by Cllr Tucker and RESOLVED that the Clerk write to the District Council asking to be advised whenever a licence was issued. Cllr Tucker also asked that the District Council be asked to consider delegating the issuing of such licences to the Town Council. The Clerk will write accordingly.
073. Pershore Plum Festival
a.
Members agreed that two boats could moor on King George’s Field over the Plum Festival weekend taking up 6 mooring posts in total and in return for a donation to the Plum Festival as it was a commercial venture to provide boat trips and cream teas.

b.
The Clerk advised members of Pershore Plum Festival limited edition mugs for sale at £19.99 each. It was proposed by Cllr Tucker, seconded by Cllr Payne and RESOLVED that the Clerk place an order for 5 mugs some of which could be used as gifts to our twin towns in the future.
074.  Street Naming
Members considered various suggestions for the names for roads on the Bloor Homes housing development. Following debate members voted for 10 names from the various options put forward and it was agreed the Clerk collate the results and advise members of those agreed the following morning for advice to Wychavon D C in due course.
075.  Heathlands Day Care Centre
The Clerk advised members of the decision by Sanctuary Housing to close the day care centre for elderly residents of the town. Cllr Speight declared a personal interest in the item and stated that he felt a decision had already been made by the company. Cllr Colloby expressed her concern at the closure but reminded members that as a private organization there was no direct control over what 

services they offered.
Cllr E Tucker advised members that the County Council were very disappointed in the 
decision of the Housing Association as they had hoped a joint decision could have been taken. She was aware that letters had gone out to users of the service advising them of the closure and offering personal interviews to ascertain what would be appropriate to offer to those who would no longer have access to the service.
It was agreed the Clerk write to the Housing Association regretting the loss of the service to local residents and asking whether this could be reconsidered.

076.  Claude Choules

Following debate on the naming of the streets on the Bloor Homes estate, it was agreed to defer this item to the September meeting for further discussion.
077.  Christmas 2011

a.
Members agreed that the switching on of the Christmas lights in 2011 would take place on Saturday 26th November 2011 with the event being organized by the Youth Council. It was also agreed that the annual Christmas refreshments would take place the same evening as in 2010 and invitations would be sent out in due course.

b.
The Clerk presented the report of the Christmas Lights working group. The group recommended to Council that an additional two garlands be purchased to extend the lights on the lamp posts further up Bridge Street and that as lights on the flag poles were no longer possible, to endeavor to put lights back in some of the trees in Broad Street. Additionally is was recommended that lights be place in the tree outside Andrew Grant and the one outside Abbey Garage. All lights in trees to be subject to Highways agreement and should this not be forthcoming, garlands be obtained for the lamp posts in Broad Street instead.
The Clerk advised that the above proposal could be achieved within the budget and it was proposed by Cllr Wood, seconded by Cllr Speight and RESOLVED that the report of the working group be accepted and the Clerk be authorized to enter into the necessary contract once a decision from Highways had been received.
078.  Vacancies on committees

a.
Cllr Price agreed to replace Cllr R Grantham on the Internal Monitoring Group and Cllr Lewis agreed to take the portfolio interest in allotments.
b.
Following an invitation from the Chamber of Trade Cllr Payne agreed to represent the Town Council at a meeting of the Chamber on 23rd August at 6.00pm at the White Horse Hotel. The Clerk advised that according to members of the Chamber this was not a permanent appointment and should further invitations be issued, different members of the Council may like to attend.

079.  Public Transport

Cllr Palfrey advised that having seen the recent letter from First Great Western, he felt that the Town Council could offer to help promote the 0921 train service if it could be reinstated. Additionally he had attended a meeting at the House of Lords where the Managing Director of the train 
company had advised that an announcement would be made imminently about the station 
car park. This had been made in front of members of parliament but to date nothing further 
had been heard. Cllr Wood advised that the Market Town Partnership had offered £1,000 to hopefully help things to move forward and it was suggested the Finance and Property Committee discuss whether the Town Council could also make a contribution.
It was agreed the Clerk contact Mrs Baldwin to ascertain whether she had heard anything further in this regard and bring a report to the next meeting.
Cllr Shaw noted that he was working with the Clerk of Defford and Besford Parish Council to enable the Town Council to work with the villages in reducing the impact of the 382 bus service. Cllr Palfrey was also hoping for a meeting with the County Council to discuss changes to the 551. It was agreed that the Clerk would contact the County Council and endeavor to arrange a meeting with Cllr John Smith, the portfolio holder, Madeleine Sumner and other officers, hopefully before September.
080.  Reports from representatives of outside bodies

Cllr Wood reported that the CAB had received a grant from the Transition Fund and was now solvent until 2012. The bureau would be merging with Malvern shortly to share costs and funding opportunities. A new advice line was in operation and meant that more clients could be helped. Wychavon CAB is considering inviting members to attend a morning in the bureau to give an insight into how the CAB works.

Cllr Tucker reported that he would be attend the AGM of the Voluntary Help Centre on 26th July and would report to the next meeting

Cllr Palfrey advised members that at the recent AGM of the Council for the Protection of Rural England members had been advised of a large number of ancient trees in the area without tree protection orders on them. He would be bringing a suggestion about the appointment of a tree warden to a future meeting.

Cllr Shaw advised that the Vale Landscape Heritage Trust had started plum picking and would be arranging 9 plum tours this year.

Cllr Tucker advised that the Market Town Partnership and elected Michael Amies as Chairman for a further term with Cllr Brotheridge as the Wychavon D C lead representative. Cllr Wood advised that there had been a presentation at the meeting from the Riverside Centre about a possible community benefit of the hydropower scheme by making use of the weir for a whitewater canoeing project using some Olympic Legacy funding. Cllr E Tucker advised that the Centre would need to apply for funding from the Legacy fund relatively quickly and would be including a bid for funds for the extension to the Riverside Centre. A specialist report may be needed and it may be that the Riverside Centre would need to approach the Town Council for some assistance with the costs of this.
Cllr Wood advised that the Market Town Partnership were also looking into the possibility of providing electric charging points for vehicles at Wychavon D C

Cllr E Tucker advised that the Riverside Centre may be looking for some financial assistance for some necessary tree work and that the Clerk would be meeting representatives from the Riverside Centre to discuss the issues with the covenant.

It was noted that flood warden training had now been completed.
081.  County Council Services
Cllr E Tucker advised that there were to be major changes in the system of charging for adult care and how day care was paid for. Some people may have to pay considerably more than they do at present and, although there would be some transitional arrangements the changes would be considerable and could be difficult for elderly people to cope with.

Additionally there were to be changes to the way day care was provided for that with profound learning disabilities. There was likely to be a residential based building for those with deep needs but those with more moderate needs may be required to go to activities. There have been some concerns expressed from carers and Wychavon are was to be used as a pilot from August. If it succeeded the day care centre in Pershore was likely to be retained.

Cllr Tucker advised that the contract for the Wychavon Hopper had been let although there may be some early route changes whilst Severn Trent carried out some essential works. It is intended that timetables will be printed for every householder in the villages and it was agreed it would also be useful for some to be made available for the town. The Clerk will discuss numbers required with Cllr Tucker.

082.  District Council Services

Cllr Tucker advised members of proposals by the District Council to allocate 30% of the funds they receive under the New Homes Bonus scheme to town and parishes where new homes had been built.
